The 2025 Club Ladder Challenge Begins Now! Claim Your Spot!

The 2025 Club Singles Ladder is officially live and challenges are now open! The goal is simple: challenge your way to the top and defend your rank or rung on the club ladder. Your ascent begins now! Good luck and good bowling in your first match!

How to Join the Club Ladder
Getting onto the ladder is straightforward. All club members can join by playing their way in. Simply talk to each other, challenge one another in the club app, accept the challenge and report your score!

1. Initial Ranked Entries: Some players are ranked based on last year's warm-up matches. 
1. Navigate to the Ladder: Go to the Tournaments section in the club app and click on the "Ladder Challenge" to view the current rankings. Click “View Challenges”.
1. Find the Entry Pool: As a new player, you will see a special "Entry Pool" at the bottom of the ladder. This is your gateway to the competition. This list shows a set number of the lowest-ranked active and inactive players already on the ladder. 
1. Issue Your First Challenge: Pick an opponent from the entry pool and issue your first challenge! Upon completion of and reporting the score of your first match, you are officially on the ladder!
· If you win: You will be inserted onto the ladder one rank or rung below the player you defeated, pushing everyone else down.
· If you lose: You will be entered as the lowest ranked active player on the ladder, ready to begin your climb when you make your next challenge.

Rules of Engagement
Once you are ranked, the following rules apply to keep the competition fair and active and to build a club singles ranking:
· Challenge Range: You can challenge players up to 4 ranks or rungs above you.
· Challenging Through Inactives: An inactive player doesn't block your path! Your challenge range is automatically extended for every inactive player between you and your target. For example, if you are ranked number 20 on the ladder and number 19 is currently inactive you may challenge numbers, 18,17,16,15.
· Challenge Quotas: To keep the ladder moving, you may have a maximum of 2 active challenges issued at a time. The first player to accept your challenge is your next match. Note that challenging a player who is already marked "Inactive" does not count against this limit!
· Accepting a Challenge: A player has 72 hours (3 days) to accept or decline a challenge before it may expire in the club app. 
· Match Scheduling Window: Once a challenge is accepted, the match must be played and the result reported within 7 days. Unplayed matches will be marked as Expired with no penalty.
· Match Points and Ties: First player to reach 15 points wins. Draws are not allowed. A winner must be determined for each match.
· Rematches: To encourage diverse competition, a player who loses a match cannot immediately re-challenge the same opponent. They must first play at least one other completed match before issuing a re-challenge.
· Challenge and Defend Balance: For every two challenges you complete, you are required to complete a defense of your ranked rung on the ladder. 
· Matchmaking: You will select and schedule your own matches. Communication with your prospective Challenger or Defender is the best approach. You can do this on the greens during leagues or by text and email. Agreeing on a challenge in person will help ensure a speedy challenge acceptance in the club app. "Hi, I’d like to challenge you or I need a defence, would you like to play a match on such and such a day and time", is a good approach. Remember: talk, challenge, accept, report.

Staying Active
Activity is key to success on the ladder!
· A match must be completed at least once every 3 weeks (21 days) to maintain an "Active" status.
· Players who go past this 21 day time limit without a completed match will be marked as "Inactive" and will be automatically demoted 3 ranks/rungs. This demotion penalty will increase for repeated, consecutive periods of inactivity.
· Going on vacation? Let a Tournament Director know ahead of time, and they can mark you as inactive without any rank penalty.
· Total of 6 completed matches are required to end the season as a club ranked player.

Reporting Your Victories
After a match is completed, one of the players must report the score via the Ladder Challenge dashboard in the club app. Click “View Challenges” and look for the blue button “Report Result”.  
· You post your score result and ranks are updated immediately.
· The opponent then has 7 days to review the posted score and dispute it if they believe it is incorrect. A dispute will flag the match for review by a Tournament Director.


The ladder is set, the rules are in place, and YOUR climb begins now! Good Bowling !!
